Checklist for Finding Company Information 

Review the company’s Web site. Use the site to discover the company structure, find specs for products, and so on. (To review the site, you’ll need to locate the company’s URL--see Checklist Item 2.)
Locate the Web site's URL. 

Google the company using both the Google search engine and Google Groups.

Use company directories (covering public and private companies) for third-party opinions.

Use Web-based phone directories to locate the company.

Use product directories to learn about the company and its products. 

Locate public-company financial information, such as SEC filings, annual reports, and stock prices.

Locate private-company information in directories and credit reports.

Search for current and archived news about the company, its executives, and products. 

Review secretary of state records to find registered agents and fictitious business names.

Consider using pay databases to find information about the company.

Find reported decisions, dockets, verdicts, and settlements involving the company, its executives, and products. 

Ascertain which federal or state agencies regulate the company's products or industry. Search government Web sites for any mention of the company or products.
