Develop a working knowledge of the expertise by reading books and articles. This can also lead you to the experts in the field or help verify credentials for the experts you already have.

Review the expert’s writings.

Search free expert witness directories.

Use on-line directories to find trade or professional associations.

Find the expert’s conference presentations.

Join an on-line community to find experts' postings or to learn about the topic.

Review the expert’s own Web site.

Determine if the expert has ever been disciplined.

Find experts via jury verdict reporter databases.

Find the expert’s deposition testimony.

Find briefs and cases that refer to the expert.

Locate academic experts through university sites.

Find government experts through government reports.

Use pay referral sites.
