Internet Source Credibility Checklist 

Can you tell the site's owner, editor, or authors when you visit the site?

Run the domain name through a registry database to discover the owner. 

Verify credentials by doing an independent search, not just by relying upon what is given on the site.

Discover who else relies on a particular site by conducting a link search.

How fresh is the content? 

What is the quality of the content?

Is the site missing any content? Is it as complete as its print version (if there is one)?

Verify all information by trying to find the same data at another site.

Ascertain the top-level domain (TLD) to help decide credibility.

Document your search.
